SeaFrance is increasing the number of Channel cross  ings

Since Thursday’s fire in the Channel Tunnel, SeaFrance has been doing its utmost to
assist travellers and help to improve the traffic flow between France and the UK.

The company has increased the number of crossings by the SeaFrance Moliére to 25
crossings daily in both directions, 15 of them open to non-commercial vehicles and
tourists.

SeaFrance has organised bus transport between the railway station and the ferry
terminal in Calais to carry more than 2,500 foot passengers.

From Friday to Sunday, the resources made available to our clientele enabled us to
carry 50% more cars and 20% more trucks than last year.
The website (Seafrance.com) received four times more hits than on previous days.

To continue with its assistance for freight customers without losing anything of its
quality of service, SeaFrance is preparing to bring its back-up vessel, the SeaFrance
Renoir, into service again. From next Wednesday, it will make three return journeys
for freight traffic, increasing the total number of crossings to 28 returns every day.
