Eudes Riblier leaves SeaFrance 

 
 
 
In a message to staff dated October 3, 2008, Eudes Riblier, Chairman of the Board of 
SeaFrance announced that he will be leaving the company in two weeks time. 
 
 
Named to head up SNCF's cross channel ferry subsidiary on January 5, 2001, Eudes Riblier 
stated "the health problem that I suffered last spring means that, for a time, I need to back off 
a little (…), something that is incompatible with the total commitment needed to lead 
SeaFrance". 
 
 
Under his leadership, over the past eight years, the company has considerably renewed its 
fleet, having brought into service three of the largest vessels operating the Calais-Dover 
route. 
The company has increased the numbers of cars carried every year by 50% and has almost 
doubled truck traffic. 
The company has profoundly adapted the way it works, so that it can quickly react to 
changes in customer demands and to intense competition. 
A stern defender of French flag shipping, Eudes Riblier is pleased to see that there are now 
six vessels in the company's colours, operating 46 channel crossings every day. 
  
 
Eudes Riblier is joining Senior Management at SNCF as Advisor to the President, Guillaume 
Pépy. 
The nomination of Pierre Fa to replace Eudes Riblier will be proposed to the Board on 
October 13, 2008. 
 
 
SeaFrance, the only French ferry operator on the Calais-Dover route employ 1,700 staff, 
including 1,350 seafarers and has six vessels in line service. 
In 2007, SeaFrance carried 3,733,500 passengers, 722,600 cars, 22,000 busses and
