Pierre Fa appointed Chairman of the Board of SeaFra nce

At its meeting on Monday 13th October 2008, the SeaFrance Supervisory Board appointed
Pierre Fa as Chairman of the Board of Directors.

A graduate of IEP (Institut des études politiques, one of France’s foremost colleges) in Paris
and specialist in economics and finance, Pierre Fa occupied several management functions
within Air Liquide, Rhone-Poulenc, ELF and Gaz de France before becoming Secretary
General of SNCF in 1996 and Inspector General in 1997.

He was Chairman of the SeaFrance Supervisory Board from 1996 to 2000 and now
succeeds Eudes Riblier at the head of the SNCF’s cross-Channel subsidiary.
Pierre Fa is 57 years of age, married, with three children.

At the same meeting, David Azéma, aged 48, Delegate General for Finance and Strategy at
SNCF, was elected Chairman of the Supervisory Board.

David Azéma is an ENA graduate (Ecole nationale d’adminstration, another of France’s
leading colleges). He joined SNCF in 1993 as Adviser to the Chairman.
He has managed subsidiaries and shareholdings and was Vice-Chairman of the SeaFrance
Supervisory Board in 1999. David Azéma was CEO and Managing Director of Eurostar
before joining Vinci as Delegate General and member of the Executive Committee until June
2008.

He replaces Claude Solard, who is now in charge of regional express train services.

SeaFrance, the only French ferry operator on the Calais/Dover route, has recently brought
the SeaFrance Moliere into service. She is the first cross-Channel vessel more than 200
metres in length.

In 2007, the company carried 3,733,500 passengers, 722,600 cars, 22,000 coaches and
770,600 trucks.

SeaFrance employs 1,700 staff, with 1,350 of them on board its six ships.

The company is a 100% SNCF shareholding.
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
