The SeaFrance Molière given a facelift in Dunkirk 
 
 

The SeaFrance Molière, the ferry that has just joined the fleet of the Calais-
based SeaFrance company, will be given an extensive facelift in the 
shipyard in Dunkirk. 
 
Eudes Riblier, Chairman of the Board of SeaFrance, the only French ferry 
operator on the short cross-Channel route, said on Wednesday 9th April 
2008: “The changes being made to the SeaFrance Molière to make her 
suitable for the Calais/Dover route and to bring her up to SeaFrance quality 
standards will take twelve weeks to complete and cost 15 million Euros.” 
 
The main work involves improvements to the vessel’s manoeuvrability, the 
modification of the bow to enable her to come alongside two-storey 
quaysides and, more importantly, the creation of 2,500 m² of passenger 
space. Like all the SeaFrance ferries, the SeaFrance Molière will offer her 
passengers two bars, two restaurants, a 360 m² shop and special areas for 
truck drivers. 
 
By choosing Dunkirk for the work, SeaFrance, the only French shipping 
company in the Nord-Pas de Calais area, is playing the Regional card. “We 
are delighted to be able to support the regional economy and help to keep 
skills here on the Opal Coast.”  
 
The SeaFrance Molière will make her first commercial trip between Calais 
and Dover on 3rd July 2008 at 10 a.m.
